The tariff classification of men’s shaving gel from New Zealand.  Correction to Ruling Number N073977

Dear Mr. Mariano:

This replaces Ruling Number N073977, dated September 23, 2009, which contained a mistake of fact.  The ruling did not provide an accurate description regarding the alcohol content.   A complete corrected ruling follows.

In your letter dated August 28, 2009 you requested a tariff classification ruling.  

The item, described as Primal Earth Shave aloe hydrate, is a low foam organic shaving gel containing aloe vera.  The shaving gel is used to protect and lubricate the skin while shaving.  The shaving gel, packaged for retail sale in a 175 ml tube, is a shaving preparation which does not contain ethanol.  

The applicable subheading for the shaving gel will be 3307.10.1000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Pre-shave, shaving or after-shave preparations:  Not containing alcohol.  The rate of duty will be 4.9 percent ad valorem.
