The tariff classification of a men’s high visibility knit garment from China.

Dear Ms. Kim:

In your letter dated October 7, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of Metro Textile Inc.  As requested, your sample will be returned.

Style AV400SNK is a men’s cut and sewn, high visibility garment constructed from 100% polyester, warp knit fabric that measures 22 stitches per two centimeters counted in the horizontal direction.  Style AV400SNK has a notched collar with lapels; a full front opening with four left over right hook and loop closures; short, hemmed sleeves; large patch pockets on the front panels below the waist; and a straight, hemmed bottom.  The garment has vertical reflective strips that extend over the shoulders on the front and back panels, horizontal reflective strips that encircle the bottom of the garment, and reflective strips that encircle each sleeve.  Style AV400SNK is designed as a safety garment to provide high visibility for the wearer.

The applicable subheading for Style AV400SNK will be 6110.30.3053, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States, (HTSUS), which provides for: sweaters, pullovers, sweatshirts, waistcoats (vests) and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: of man-made fibers: other: other: other: other: men’s or boys’: other. The rate of duty is 32% ad valorem.
