Dear Ms. Thomas:

In your letter dated March 16, 2010, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The sample submitted will be retained by this office for reference. 

The subject product, Tyn Man’s Tincture, is a homeopathic joint and muscle pain reliever. The sample submitted is packaged ready for retail sale in a 3.4 fluid oz. plastic bottle with a screw on top and a dosing cup on top of the bottle cap.   The label on the bottle lists the following ingredients: natrum salicylicum, kalium lodatum, caffen, natrium citricum, cimicifuga alcohol, syrup and aromatics.  The outer packaging of the box lists directions and ingredients and claims the tincture calms inflammation, soothes aching muscles and eases arthritis pain. 

The applicable subheading for Tyn Man’s Tincture, imported in dosage form ready for retail sale will be 3004.90.9128, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Medicaments… consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses (including those in the form of transdermal administration systems) or in forms or packings for retail sale: Other: Other: Other: Medicaments primarily affecting the central nervous system: Analgesics, antipyretics and nonhormonal anti-inflammatory agents: Other.” The rate of duty will be free.
