The tariff classification of a “Home & Go Travel Storage” from China

Dear Ms. Hinds:

In your letter dated April 26, 2010, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client, M.Z. Berger & Co.

The submitted sample is called a Home & Go Travel Storage.  It is a child’s desktop storage organizer for books, paper, crayons, markers and a bottle holder, none of which is included.  The collapsible organizer measures approximately 9”H x 12”W x 9”D.  It is constructed of nonwoven polypropylene textile fabric and contains 8 pockets on the outside, 3 cubby holes on the inside and a handle on the front and back for carrying.  A hardboard surface is included and can be attached with hook-and-loop fastener strips to create a lap desk.  It also has a PVC pocket to display art and a clip board with a clip on the back.  It has a paperboard stiffener and collapses down flat when not in use.  

The applicable subheading for the Home & Go Travel Storage will be 6307.90.9889, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other made up textile articles, other. The rate of duty will be 7% ad valorem.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
