The tariff classification of a woman’s pullover from China.

Dear Ms. Root:

In your letter dated September 17, 2010 you requested a classification ruling on behalf of Sugartown Worldwide, Inc. (Lilly Pulitzer).  As requested, your sample is being returned to you. 

Item number 86552 is a woman’s “Lilly Pulitzer” label cut and sewn pullover that is constructed from 100% polyester knitted fabric that is brushed on the inner and outer surfaces.  The outer surface of the garment measures more than nine stitches per two centimeters in the direction that the stitches were formed. The garment features a cowl collar, ¾ length hemmed raglan sleeves with self-fabric cuffs, two front pockets at the waist area, the “Lilly Pulitzer” logo embroidered on the lower front panel, and a self-fabric banded bottom.  The garment extends to below the waist.

We are unable to issue a ruling covering item 85857 at this time.  We need additional information in order to issue a ruling.  Please submit the information described below:

· Provide a final production sample in a ladies regular size medium for item 85857 and on all future garment submissions.

If you decide to resubmit your request, please include all of the material that we have returned to you and mail your request to U.S. Customs and Border Protection, Customs Information Exchange, 10th Floor, One Penn Plaza, New York, NY 10119, attn: Binding Rulings Section.  

The applicable subheading for item 86552 will be 6110.30.3059, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Sweaters, pullovers, sweatshirts, waistcoats (vests) and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: Of man-made fibers: Other: Other: Other: Other: Women’s or girls’: Other.  The duty rate will be 32%.
