The applicable subheading for the Dronedarone Hydrochloride in bulk form will be 2935.00.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Sulfonamides: Other: Other: Drugs.” Pursuant to General Note 13, HTSUS, the rate of duty will be free.
