The tariff classification of body supporting undergarments from Israel.

Dear Mr. Valadez:

In your letter dated October 25, 2010, written on behalf of your client, Equmen, you requested a classification ruling.  The samples submitted will be retained by this office.

You have submitted four body supporting undergarments with the brand name “EQUMEN”.  All of these undergarments are constructed of tightly knitted fabric, have the Equmen logo on the hemmed bottom and feature the “Equmen Helix-Mapping Technology.”  All of the undergarments feature changes in the knit pattern in strategic locations, which is intended to provide support for specific areas.

The following two items are constructed of 73% polyester cationic, 13% nylon and 14% spandex:

Style EQM0006111 “Core Precision Undershirt” is a men’s white short sleeve V-neck garment that features seamless zoned compression, flat-locked, heat sealed seams and flexible underarm construction.  Style EQM0023111 “Core Precision Undershirt” is a men’s white singlet style undershirt that features seamless zoned compression and flat-locked, heat sealed seams.

The following two items are constructed of 53% nylon, 29% micropolyester and 18% spandex:

Style EQM0024114 “Core Precision Undershirt” is a men’s heather grey short sleeve V-neck garment that features seamless zoned compression, flat-locked, heat sealed seams and flexible underarm construction.  Style EQM0023114 “Core Precision Undershirt” is a men’s heather grey singlet style undershirt that features seamless zoned compression and flat-locked, heat sealed seams.  

The applicable subheading for the four undergarments will be 6212.90.0030, HTSUS, which provides for brassieres, girdles, corsets, braces, suspenders, garters and similar articles and parts thereof, whether or not knitted or crocheted: other: of man-made fibers or man-made fibers and rubber or plastics. The duty rate will be 6.6% ad valorem.
