You also state that it is not intended to treat, diagnosis, prevent or cure any disease, injuries and conditions in humans.

The applicable subheading for the Bordetella pertussis PT (LPF) anti-serum (mouse) will be 3822.00.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Diagnostic or laboratory reagents on a backing, prepared diagnostic or laboratory reagents whether or not on a backing, other than those of heading 30.02 or 30.06; certified reference materials: Certified reference materials.” The rate of duty will be free.
