The tariff classification of lollipops from China

Dear Mr. Wilson:

In your letter dated December 20, 2010 you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Samples and ingredient breakdowns accompanied your letter. The samples were examined and disposed of. The subject merchandise consists of five flavored lollipops made in China: Blackberry; Cola; Orange; Strawberry; and Strawberry Cream.  Upon importation into the United States, the lollipops will be sold in large supermarket chain stores.

The Blackberry flavored lollipop is said to contain 53.67 percent Sugar, 44.27 percent Glucose Syrup, 1.0 percent Citric Acid, 0.5 percent Anhydrous Milkfat, 0.5 percent Blackberry Flavor, 0.03 percent Natural Color, 0.01 percent Titanium Dioxide and 0.02 percent Caramel Color (E150a).  The Cola flavored lollipop is said to contain 53.68 percent Sugar, 44.27 percent Glucose Syrup, 1.0 percent Citric Acid, 0.5 percent Anhydrous Milkfat, 0.5 percent Cola Flavor, and 0.05 percent Caramel Color.  The Orange flavored lollipop is said to contain 53.63 percent Sugar, 44.25 percent Glucose Syrup, 1.0 percent Citric Acid, 0.5 percent Anhydrous Milkfat, 0.6 percent Orange Flavor and 0.018 percent Natural Color.  The Strawberry flavored lollipop is said to contain 53.70 percent Sugar, 44.27 percent Glucose Syrup, 1.0 percent Citric Acid, 0.5 percent Anhydrous Milkfat, 0.5 percent Strawberry Flavor and 0.03 percent Natural Color.  The Strawberry Cream flavored lollipop is said to contain 53.62 percent Sugar, 43.88 percent Glucose Syrup, 0.4 percent Citric Acid, 1.0 percent Anhydrous Milkfat, 0.25 percent Strawberry Flavor, 0.016 percent Natural Color, 0.01 percent Titanium Dioxide, 0.2 percent Butyric Acid and 0.12 percent Milk Flavor.

The applicable subheading for the Blackberry, Cola, Orange, Strawberry, and Strawberry Cream lollipops will be 1704.90.3550, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for sugar confectionery (including white chocolate), not containing cocoa: other: confections or sweetmeats ready for consumption: other: other: put up for retail sale: other. The rate of duty will be 5.6 percent ad valorem.
