The tariff classification of a decorative glass article from China

Dear Mr. Dai:

In your letter dated March 9, 2011, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A representative sample of the article as well as a photograph and advertising material were submitted with your ruling request.  The submitted sample is being returned to you.

The subject article, identified as product number GCU039, is a decorative, half slope, angular-shaped glass vessel measuring approximately 5.5 inches in height and 2.4 inches at the base.  The article is composed of hand blown clear glass and has a 4.75 inch oval opening.

In your letter, you describe this product as a glass candle holder.  Although this product is capable of holding a candle, its vase-like form indicates that this item is a general-purpose decorative household glass article capable of holding a wide variety of items. Therefore, it is not regarded as a candle holder.
In your supplemental email message dated March 25, 2011, you indicated that the unit value of this glass item is over thirty cents but not over three dollars.

The applicable subheading for the decorative glass article (product number GCU039) will be 7013.99.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for glassware of a kind used for table, kitchen, toilet, office, indoor decoration or similar purposes…other glassware: other: other: other: valued over thirty cents but not over three dollars each. The rate of duty will be 30 percent ad valorem. 
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
