The tariff classification of women’s sleep separates from China or Indonesia.  

Dear Mr. Keller:

In your letter dated March 14, 2011 you requested a classification ruling on behalf of your client Maidenform, Inc.  

The submitted sample, Style 731000, is a woman’s baby doll sleep top. The cups and center front panel are constructed from 74 percent nylon and 26 percent elastane mesh knit fabric. The cup lining, front side panels, back panel, bow and ruffle trim are constructed from 88 percent nylon and 12 percent elastane mesh fabric. The baby doll top extends below the waist. It features adjustable spaghetti shoulder straps; a V shaped neckline in front with a textile bow at the center; an elasticized straight back; and a bottom finished with two inch wide ruffle trim. 

The submitted sample, style 40919, is a sleep camisole constructed of 100 percent nylon knitted fabric. The lightweight garment covers the torso from the top of the bust to below the waist. The garment features raschel lace-like open work knitted fabric with inwrought designs; a U-shaped front and back; scallop trim along the neckline and shoulder straps; and a bottom finished with overlock stitching. 

Based on their appearance and the accompanying merchandising information, the garments are considered sleepwear of heading 6108.

We are returning your samples as requested.

The applicable subheading for styles 731000 and 40919 will be 6108.92.0030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Women’s or girls’ slips, petticoats, briefs, panties, nightdresses, pajamas, negligees, bathrobes, dressing gowns and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: Other: Of man-made fibers: Other: Women’s. The duty rate will be 16% ad valorem.
