Dear Mr. Nguygen:
In your letter dated June 06, 2011, you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The product is a frozen, pre-cooked seafood and rice preparation that consists of 22% rice, 10% Alaskan Pollock, 8% mussel, 7% wild salmon, 6% wild caught shrimp, 5% squid, onion, red bell pepper, red sweet pepper, green peas, tomato, fish stock, soybean oil, garlic and smaller quantities of various seasonings.  Each individual serving is packaged in an oven-friendly parchment paper pouch and has a net weight of 10.6 ounces.  The product is packed 3 servings per retail carton with a net weight of 1.98 pounds.
The applicable subheading for the seafood paella mix will be 1604.20.0510, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for prepared or preserved fish…: other prepared or preserved fish: products containing meat of crustaceans, mollusks or other aquatic invertebrates; prepared meals, prepared meals.  The rate of duty will be 10% ad valorem.
