The tariff classification of a thermal hug gel pack from China
Dear Ms. Hassan:
In your letter dated July 11, 2011, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client Intergest North America LLC.
The thermal gel pack consists of a plastic shell filled with liquid gel.  The gel is composed of water, glycerol, and a minimal amount of carboxymethyl cellulose. The gel pack, measuring approximately 7 inches long by 4.5 inches wide, is covered with fabric composed of cotton, polyester, and spandex.  The gel pack is attached to a polypropylene plastic connector allowing the consumer to attach the gel pack to a Koala™ HUG lumbar support belt.  The item can be either heated in a microwave or cooled in a freezer providing relief to the lumbar area.  The gel pack, packaged for retail sale, will not be imported with the Koala™ HUG lumbar support belt.       
The applicable subheading for the thermal gel pack will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included:  Other:  Other:  Other:  Other:  Other:  Other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
