The tariff classification of “Rock Candy” from South Africa  
Dear Mr. Kausch:
In your letter dated July 5, 2011, on behalf of your client, Sugar Crystal Company, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The product, “Rock Candy on stick”, is described as crystallized sugar having a stated polarity of 99.9 percent.  The rock candy will be imported in several varieties: without any flavoring and coloring, flavored, colored and flavored and colored.  All varieties of rock candy are affixed to a swizzle stick.  The consumer holds the swizzle stick, places the rock candy in a hot beverage dissolving the sugar which sweetens the beverage.    

The applicable subheading for all the varieties of Rock Candy on a stick will be 1701.99.1030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Cane or beet sugar and chemically pure sucrose, in solid form: Other: Other… Other.  The rate of duty will be 3.6606 cents per kilogram less 0.020668 cents per kilogram for each degree under 100 degrees (and fractions of a degree in proportion) but not less than 3.143854 cents per kilogram.   If not described in additional U.S. note 5 to chapter 17 and not entered pursuant to its provisions, the applicable subheading will be 1701.99.5030, HTS.  The duty rate will be 39.95 cents per kilogram. In addition, products classified under subheading 1701.99.5000, HTS, will be subject to additional duties based on their value as described in subheadings 9904.17.08 to 9904.17.16, HTS.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
