Dear Mr. Cullen:
In your letter dated July 15, 2011, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The sample which you submitted is being returned to you as requested.
The item under consideration is identified as the Serene Machine Pedicure System (Item number 855153). This is a 15 piece set that includes:  a battery-operated hand held appliance, a sponge applicator attachment, fine buffer attachment, coarse buffer attachment, nail brush attachment, loofah pad, nail brush, 4 nail care sticks, 2 piece toe separators, a lotion packet and a satin storage pouch.  The appliance has a self-contained electric motor and a plastic housing with a “high, low, off” power button switch.  The item operates on two “AA” batteries which are not included.  The Serene Machine Pedicure System is packed in a cardboard box ready for retail sale.
The applicable subheading for the Serene Machine Pedicure System will be 8509.80.5095, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for electromechanical domestic appliances, with self-contained electric motor, other than vacuum cleaners of heading 8508, parts thereof, other appliances, other, other.  The rate of duty will be 4.2 percent ad valorem.
