In your letter dated September 28, 2011 you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The product, identified as LGC-VI UC, is a guar gum slurry.  The slurry is composed of 54.1% guar gum, carboxymethyl 2-hydroxypropyl ether, sodium salt, 43.5% naphtha, petroleum, hydrotreated heavy, and minimal amounts of organophilic clay, tridecyl alcohol ethoxylate, and silica.  The product is a formulated mixture containing in part of hydrocarbons derived from petroleum.  The product is indicated for use in oilfield hydraulic fracturing applications.    
The applicable subheading for LGC-VI UC will be 3824.90, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Prepared binders for foundry molds or cores; chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included:  Other:  Other:  Other:  Mixtures that are in whole or in part of hydrocarbons derived in whole or in part from petroleum, shale oil or natural gas.
