Dear Mr. Bock:

This replaces Ruling Number N183026, dated October 3, 2011, which contained a clerical error.  A complete corrected ruling follows.
In your ruling request dated September 1, 2011, on behalf of A123 Systems, Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling for lithium iron phosphate (CAS# 15365-14-7).   

The product is described as a powder mixture of lithium phosphate and iron phosphate used in the domestic manufacture of battery cells and systems targeted primarily for use in electric and hybrid vehicles and in various electric grid storage applications.   
In your submission, you suggest classifying this product under 3824.90.3900, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).  However, lithium iron phosphate (CAS# 15365-14-7), is a separately defined inorganic compound and a double salt of an inorganic acid, which is provided for within heading 2842.       

The applicable subheading for lithium iron phosphate (CAS# 15365-14-7) will be 2842.90.9000, (HTSUS), which provides for Other salts of inorganic acids or peroxoacids (including aluminosilicates whether of not chemically defined), other than azides: Other: Other.  The duty rate will be 3.3 percent ad valorem.

This merchandise may be subject to the requirements of the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA), which are administered by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.
