The tariff classification of a table lamp from China.
Dear Ms. Seville:
In your letter dated November 1, 2011, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  The item under consideration is a table lamp.  The lamp is identified as a Glass Table Lamp, Item Number 712247.
From the information and picture that you have provided with your ruling request, the lamp is a typical table lamp that features a metal base made of two metal squares measuring approximately 6 by 6 inches and 4 by 4 inches stacked together.  The body section consists of four glass oblate spheroids in different sizes separated by metal decorative rings.  A metal post, visible through the glass oblate spheroids, runs through the center of the lamp body connecting the lamp base to a lamp-holder with lamp harp and lampshade.  The overall height of the table lamp measures approximately 30 inches.  The majority of the lamp body is dominated by glass, which provides the essential character of the table lamp.  
The applicable subheading for the Glass Table Lamp, Item Number 712247, will be 9405.20.8010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Lamps and lighting fittings…: Electric table, desk, bedside or floor-standing lamps: Other: Household.”  The general rate of duty will be 3.9 percent ad valorem.
