Dear Ms. Schachner:

In your letters dated September 26, 2011 and November 4, 2011 you requested a classification ruling. As requested, your samples are being returned to you. 

Style 1109-1916, is a “Reba” label fully lined woman’s sleeveless vest constructed of long pile fabric, both the ground fabric and the pile portion are 100% polyester.  The garment features oversized armholes, a full front zippered opening with a coated fabric placket that has various plastic shapes sewn on it, and a coated fabric yoke on the upper rear panel.  The garment extends to below the waist.  
Style 1109C-008, is a “Chelsea & Violet” label fully lined woman’s sleeveless vest constructed of long pile fabric, both the ground fabric and the pile portion are 100% polyester.  The garment features a v-shaped front neckline, oversized armholes and a full front opening with four hook and eye closures.  The garment extends to below the waist.

The applicable subheading for styles 1109-1916 and 1109C-008 will be 6110.30.3035, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Sweaters, pullovers, sweatshirts, waistcoats (vests) and similar articles, knitted or crocheted: Of man-made fibers: Other: Other: Other: Other: Vests, other than sweater vests: Women’s or girls’.  The duty rate will be 32% ad valorem.
