In your letter dated January 20, 2012, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  
The Lifesling storage bags are identified as SKU number 595704 (part number WMLS2-B), SKU number 10997526 (part number WMLS2-DXB) and SKU number 266793 (part number WMLS1-B).  A photograph was submitted with your letter.  The bags are made of vinyl and are used as replacement bags to store the lead rope and rescue sling that comprise the Lifesling overboard rescue system.  The bags are designed to be mounted to a bulkhead and have printed instructions on the front showing how to use the rescue equipment.  
The applicable subheading for the Lifesling storage bags will be 3926.90.9980, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other articles of plastics, other. The rate of duty will be 5.3 percent ad valorem.
