The tariff classification of a Vibrating Pillow from China
Dear Ms. Sberna:
In your letter dated January 24, 2012, you requested a tariff classification ruling.
The item concerned is referred to as a vibrating pillow.  It consists of an electronic vibration module within a soft sided pouch.  The pouch measures approximately 7 inches long x 6 inches wide x 2 inches thick, when the electronic module is within.  The pouch incorporates a fabric loop on the top and a zippered access opening on the front.  The vibration module measures approximately 3.25 inches long x 2.5 inches wide x 1.5 inches thick. The module incorporates a push button and battery compartment on the front side.  The unit operates using 2 AA batteries.   

This item is used to soothe and comfort a baby.  In use, the vibration module would be placed inside the padded pouch.  Once the push button is pressed the unit will vibrate for 2 minutes.  The vibrating pouch would be placed within a crib; the vibrations would be transferred to the mattress, creating a soothing or comforting environment for the baby.

The applicable subheading for the vibrating pillow will be 8543.70.9650, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Electric machines and apparatus…: Other machines and apparatus: Other: Other: Other: Other”.  The rate of duty will be 2.6%.
