You submitted the following samples:

Scene Setters Ghosts contains two 33.5 x 65 inch decorative wall sheets made of polypropylene. They depict ghosts with skull faces.  According to your letter, the product will be marketed and sold for Halloween.

Scene Setters Gothic Add-On contains two 33.5 x 65 inch decorative wall sheets made of polypropylene. They depict a long hallway with skull faces in the molding, a skeleton brandishing a knife and a monster with an ax.  According to your letter, the product will be marketed and sold for Halloween.

Scene Setters Zombie Add-On contains two 33.5 x 65 inch decorative wall sheets made of polypropylene. They depict a black cat and scary zombies.  According to your letter, the product will be marketed and sold for Halloween.
The applicable subheading for the Scene Setters Ghosts, Gothic Add-On and Zombie Add-On will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
