The tariff classification of gloves from China.
Dear Ms. Austrins:
In your letter dated May 23, 2012, you requested a tariff classification ruling, on behalf of your client, NTA Enterprise, Inc.  The samples submitted will be returned.
You state Styles 722-90BK-HBB (black) and 722-90GY-HBB (gray) are men’s customized full fingered ski gloves constructed with an outer shell of 100% polyester fabric.  The gloves are lined with knit tricot and have a reinforced PVC patch sewn on the inside, over the knuckle area. The gloves also feature fourchettes, an inner waterproof barrier, a reinforced PVC palm patch, an elasticized wrist on the palmside, an adjustable web belt with a Velcro closure on the backside, a hook and clasp and a zipper pocket on the backside, designed to hold a heat pack.  The cumulation of features shows a design for use in the sport of skiing.  
The applicable subheading for Styles 722-90BK-HBB and 722-GY-HBB will be 6216.00.4600, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Gloves, mittens and mitts: other: of man-made fibers: other gloves, mittens and mitts, all the foregoing specially designed for use in sports, including ski and snowmobile gloves, mittens and mitts. The rate of duty will be 2.8 percent ad valorem.   
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
Your inquiry does not provide enough information for us to give a classification ruling on Styles 752-200, 777-YB-900 and 763-B-900.  Please submit the information described below:
