The tariff classification of a girl’s dress from China.

Dear Ms. Mannello:

In your letter dated May 30, 2012, you requested a classification ruling.  The submitted sample will be returned to you.

Style number KS3123 is a girl’s sweater dress primarily constructed from jersey knit acrylic fabric containing nine or fewer stitches per two centimeters measured in the direction the fabric was formed. The pull-on garment features a self-fabric belt with plastic buckle, a 2 by 2 rib knit cowl neck, 2 by 2 rib knit short sleeve sections set into finely knit cotton jersey long hemmed sleeves and a 2 by 2 rib knit finished hem. The style is a girls’ size Medium, numerical size 8/10. 

The dress is an article of mixed components. The body is knit acrylic and the lower sleeves are knit cotton. The essential character of the dress is imparted by the knit acrylic fabric.

The applicable subheading for Style number KS3123 will be 6104.43.2020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for women’s or girls’ suits, ensembles, suit-type jackets, blazers, dresses, skirts, divided skirts, trousers, bib and brace overalls, breeches and shorts (other than swimwear), knitted or crocheted: Dresses: of synthetic fibers: other: girls’.  The duty rate will be 16 percent ad valorem.
