Dear Mr. Byun:
In your letter dated July 7, 2012, on behalf of ON Corp US, Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.   
The subject merchandise, based on the submitted information, is RCA high-definition LCD color televisions, with model 26LB33RQ having a diagonal-screen size measuring about 26 inches and models 32LB30RQ and 32LB45RQ having diagonal-screen sizes measuring about 32 inches.  Each TV model, incorporating a USB port, contains the internal circuitry and firmware that provide the television with the capability to reproduce individual photos, video slideshows and music, which can be stored on a formatted USB flash memory or storage device.  
The applicable subheading for the subject television models will be 8528.72.6400, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Monitors and projectors, not incorporating television reception apparatus . . . Reception apparatus for television, whether or not incorporating radio-broadcast receivers or sound or video recording or reproducing apparatus: Other, color: With a flat panel screen: Incorporating video recording or reproducing apparatus: Other.  The rate of duty will be 3.9 percent ad valorem.
