Dear Ms. Benita Lee:
In your ruling request dated September 18, 2012, on behalf of your client, Access Ingredients, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  
You state that “AccessPON L S30” will be imported in a clear liquid form.  This product is used as a cosmetic ingredient for the basis of developing soap, body wash, shampoo, shaving products, oral cleansers, facial cleansers, and baby products.  “AccessPON L S30” contains sodium lauroyl sarcosinate, an anionic, organic surface-active agent.     
The applicable subheading for “AccessPON L S30” will be 3402.11.5050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Organic surface-active agents (other than soap); surface-active preparations, washing preparations (including auxiliary washing preparations) and cleaning preparations, whether or not containing soap, other than those of heading 3401: Organic surface-active agents whether or not put up for retail sale: Anionic: Other: Other.  The general rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.   

This merchandise may be subject to the requirements of the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA), which are administered by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.
