The tariff classification of Hot and Cold Gel Packs from China   

Dear Mr. Hastings:
In your letter dated October 1, 2012, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Two samples were submitted with your ruling request and will not be returned.
The samples, identified as small and large hot and cold gel packs, are identical except for their size.  Both are reusable heating/cooling gel compresses consisting of a 100 percent polyester fabric outer shell that has been adhered to PVC material, and filled with a gel composed of sodium carboxymethycellulose, glycerol, isothiazolin, and water.  Both are affixed to the body with an adjustable velcro strap.  The gel packs can be placed in a microwave or freezer and, when applied to the skin, provide instant heating or cooling relief.  The small version measures 9 ¾ inches by 5 ¾ inches.  The large version measures 13 ¾ inches by 8 ¾ inches.       
The applicable subheading for both gel packs will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
