RE:  The tariff classification of a sun shade from China
Dear Ms. Jones,

In your letter dated February 15, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The item being considered is the “Smart Window Shade” (Item Number 61005).  You state that the “Smart Window Shade” is a sun shade used primarily in motor vehicles.  It helps to filter harmful Ultraviolet A and B rays, as well as to screen out the sun’s glare, yet allows for outside visibility.  The “Smart Window Shade” housing is attached to the door panel, and the top of the shade clips over the edge of the window without affecting the window seal.  It rolls up and down as the window is opened and closed.  The housing is constructed of Acrylonitrile Butadiene Styrene (ABS) plastic; the shade is constructed of Polyvinyl Chloride (PVC) plastic; and the piece that contours to the edge of the window is made of Thermoplastic Rubber (TPR).  The complete product measures 18.5 inches by 18.25 inches by 1.87 inches and fits most vehicle windows.
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The applicable subheading for the “Smart Window Shade” (Item Number 61005) will be 8708.99.8180, HTSUS, which provides for “Parts and accessories of the motor vehicles of heading 8701 to 8705:  Other parts and accessories: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other”.  The rate of duty will be 2.5 percent.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States and the accompanying duty rates are provided on the World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
