The three products are as follows:
1) QualiCure® GM61WOO (EOEOEA)- CAS # 7328-17-8

2) QualiCure® GM62DOO  (DPGDA) CAS # 57472-68-1

3) QualiCure® GM63FOO  (PETIA) CAS # 1245638-61-2

Product 1 is also known as 2-(2-Ethoxyethoxy) ethyl acrylate. Your request letter indicates it is a monomer/oligomer used in the ink/coating industries. 

Product 2 is also known as Oxybis (methyl-2,1-ethanediyl) diacrylate. Your request letter indicates it is a monomer/oligomer used in the ink/coating industries. 

Product 3 is also known as 2-Propenoic acid, reaction products with pentaerythritol. Your request letter indicates it is a chemical mixture used in the ink/coating industries.

The applicable subheading for the QualiCure® GM61WOO (EOEOEA) and the QualiCure® GM62DOO  (DPGDA) will be 2916.12.5050,Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for: Unsaturated acyclic monocarboxylic acids, cyclic monocarboxylic acids, their anhydrides, halides, peroxides and peroxyacids; their halogenated, sulfonated, nitrated or nitrosated derivatives: Unsaturated acyclic monocarboxylic acids, their anhydrides halides, peroxides, peroxyacids and their derivatives: Esters of acrylic acid: Other: Other. The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.
The applicable subheading for the QualiCure® GM63FOO (PETIA) will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for: Chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other. The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
