Dear Mr. Thompson:
In your ruling request dated May 30, 2013, on behalf of your client, Weiss Auto Care, you requested a tariff classification ruling.       
Your submission describes the four products at issue as professional grade auto detailing/cleaning products.  You indicate that these products will be imported in 25 kilogram plastic containers and are identified as follow: Item #1 “OEM Ceramic Polish,” item # 2 “Ultrafine Hologram Free Polish,” item # 3 “Acqualux Sprayable Polish (no Gas),” and item # 4 “Polish Resistant to Washing.”   
The applicable subheading for all four of the products at issue will be 3405.30.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Polishes and creams, for footwear, furniture, floors, coachwork, glass or metal, scouring pastes and powders and similar preparations (whether or not in the form of paper, wadding, felt, nonwovens, cellular plastics or cellular rubber, impregnated, coated or covered with such preparations), excluding waxes of heading 3404: Polishes and similar preparations for coachwork, other than metal polishes.  The general rate of duty will be free.
