The tariff classification of an All-In-One Pliers from Taiwan.     

Dear Ms. Kuo:

In your letter dated June 25, 2013, on behalf of Test Rite Products Corp., you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Item TD0625TWN is described as an All-In-One Pliers.  The literature you provided indicates that this multi-functional tool has two opposing jaws that work around a pivot.  The tool is capable of the following functions:

· Wire pullers

· Multi-wrench

· Bolt cutter 

· Wire cutter

· Wire stripper

· Terminal crimper

The item is made of steel and has secure grip handles that can also function as a bottle cap opener.  You have stated that it will be imported suitable for retail sale in a slide on card packaging.  
The applicable subheading for item TD0625TWN will be 8203.20.6060, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for files, rasps, pliers (including cutting pliers), pincers, tweezers, metal cutting shears, pipe cutters, bolt cutters, perforating punches and similar handtools, and base metal parts thereof: pliers (including cutting pliers), pincers, tweezers and similar tools, and parts thereof: other: other (except parts): other.  The rate of duty will be 12¢/doz. + 5.5% ad valorem.
