In your letter dated June 21, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.
Product number 205 is an inorganic compound.  It will be used to treat water for corrosion and scale control. 

The applicable subheading for product number 205 will be 2835.22.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Phosphinates (hypophosphites), phosphonates (phosphites) and phosphates; polyphosphates, whether or not chemically defined: Phosphates: Of mono-or disodium.  The general rate of duty will be 1.4 percent ad valorem.
Product numbers 174, 175, 197, and 216 are mixtures of inorganic compounds.  They will be used to treat water for corrosion and scale control.
The applicable subheading for product numbers 174, 175, 197, and 216 will be 3824.90.3900, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Prepared binders for foundry molds or cores; chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included: Other: Other: Mixtures of two or more inorganic compounds: Other.  The rate of duty will be free.
