In your letter dated July 1, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client . 
A sample of the LaLaLoopsy “Paper Doll Kit,” item #52530, was received with your inquiry. The item consists of a background scene on cardstock, 2 paper doll cut outs, 2 paper pet cut outs, 2 doll stands, 2 pet stands, 3 colored wardrobe sheets of paper cut outs, 5 black & white wardrobe sheets of paper, 1 sheet of paper stickers, 1 sheet of foam stickers, 1 sheet of silicone stickers, 3 sheets of EVA foam stickers, 2 tubes of glitter paint, 6 colored crayons and an easy to follow instruction sheet.  Children 3 years of age and older will derive amusement by pretending to be fashion designers and by using their individual creativity to design their own fashions for the paper dolls.  
The applicable subheading for the LaLaLoopsy “Paper Doll Kit” will be 9503.00.0073, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof… ‘Children’s products’ as defined in 15 U.S.C. § 2052: Other: Labeled or determined by importer as intended for use by persons: 3 to 12 years of age.”  The rate of duty will be free. 
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
