The tariff classification of Chocolate Flavored Coating from Canada   

Dear Mr. Brener:

In your letter dated July 9, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  An ingredients breakdown accompanied your letter.
The subject merchandise, Chocolate Flavored Coating, item number INM-F12P011-01-000, is said to contain 53.9 percent sugar, 20.2 percent palm sunflower oil, 8 percent cocoa butter, 6.9 percent skim milk powder, 5.8 percent milk permeate, 2.9 percent cocoa powder, 1.5 percent butter oil,     and less than one percent of the following:  polyglycerol polyricinoleate, soya lecithin, vanillin, and salt.  The total milk solids are said to be 14.3 percent.  It is a product of Canada and will be imported into the United States in 18 ton tankers (in liquid form) to be used to coat cakes and pastries in the baking industry.   
The applicable subheading for the Chocolate Flavored Coating, item number INM-F12P011-01-000, will be 1806.20.9900, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chocolate and other food preparations containing cocoa: Other preparations in blocks, slabs or bars, weighing more than 2 kg or in liquid, paste, powder, granular or other bulk form in containers or immediate packings, of a content exceeding 2 kg: Other: Other: Other: Other. The general rate of duty will be 8.5 percent ad valorem.
