Dear Ms. Arciero:

In your letter dated July 9, 2013, on behalf of CVS/Pharmacy, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted an assortment of Reflective Badges, identified as item number 933736, which consists of four self-adhesive plastic shapes that are circular and flat. Each self-adhesive shape measures approximately 2-1/2” in diameter, and has imprinted imagery on the front depicting a jack-o’-lantern, a black cat with the words “Trick or Treat”, a scary black spider or a ghoulish skull, respectively. Each self-adhesive shape can be adhered to a flat surface and then peeled off and reused.
Although referred to as “badges”, these Reflective Badges are not considered jewelry, nor are they specifically designed to be applied to apparel. Instead, these are reusable decorations for Halloween.  
Your samples will be returned as requested.

The applicable subheading for item number 933736 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
