Dear Mr. Gonzalez:

In your letter dated July 19, 2013 you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A representative sample was included with your submission and will be returned to you.
The product you plan to import is described as a 2.0 lb. programmable bread maker and referred to as item number BBME0070.  This electrical baking appliance is for household use and features electronic controls, an LCD display, 3 crust settings, 12 programmable cooking functions, a 13 hour delay bake timer and an automatic ingredient dispenser.
The applicable subheading for the bread maker will be 8516.60.4070, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for electric instantaneous or storage water heaters and immersion heaters; electric space heating apparatus and soil heating apparatus; electrothermic hairdressing apparatus (for example, hair dryers, hair curlers, curling tong heaters) and hand dryers; electric flatirons; other electrothermic appliances of a kind used for domestic purposes; electric heating resistors, other than those of heading 8545; parts thereof, other ovens; cooking stoves, ranges, cooking plates, boiling rings, grillers and roasters, cooking stoves, ranges and ovens, other, portable.  The rate of duty will be free.
