The tariff classification of a 119 piece home repair tool set from China.   
Dear Ms. Lin:
In your letter dated July 19, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.
You have identified the submitted samples as item # 20130624A, a 119 piece home repair tool set.  You have stated that the set will be imported packaged for retail sale in a plastic blow mold case and will include the following items:
3/8” drive ratchet handle

3/8” drive plastic disc


3/8” drive (F) x ¼” (M) adapter


3/8” drive x 3” extension bar


Screwdriver bit holder

Twenty-six – ¼” drive sockets: SAE - 5/32”, 3/16”, 7/32”, ¼”, 9/32”, 5/16”, 11/32”, ⅜”, 13/32”, 7/16”, 15/32”, ½”, 17/32”; Metric - 4 mm, 4.5 mm, 5 mm, 5.5 mm, 6 mm, 6.5 mm, 7 mm, 8 mm, 9 mm, 10 mm, 11 mm, 12 mm, 13 mm

Four 3/8” drive sockets: SAE - 9/16”, 5/8”; Metric - 14 mm, 16 mm

Fastener assortment: six plastic anchors, five push pins, thirty-two nails, five screws

The applicable subheading for the 119 piece home repair tool set, item # 20130624A, will be 8206.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedules (HTSUS), which provides for tools of two or more of the headings of 8202 to 8205, put up in sets for retail sale. Heading 8206 requires that duty be applied to that article in the set subject to the highest rate of duty. The articles in this set subject to the highest rate of duty are the sockets, classifiable in subheading 8204.20.0000, HTSUS, which provides for socket wrenches, with or without handles, drives and extensions, and parts thereof.  The duty rate will be 9% ad valorem.  The complete tariff classification of the set will be 8206.00.0000 / 8204.20.0000.   
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
The steel nails included in the tool set may be subject to antidumping duties or countervailing duties.  Written decisions regarding the scope of AD/CVD orders are issued by the Import Administration in the Department of Commerce and are separate from tariff classification and origin rulings issued by Customs and Border Protection.
