In your letter dated August 19, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client, CVS Pharmacy. Three samples were submitted for review and will be returned as requested.  
Item # 939925 consists of shower gel packs.  These small gel packs are filled with 1.5 fluid ounces of shower gel soap.  They will be imported in the shapes of a Santa, a candy cane, and a ginger bread man.  A valve in the back of the pack is used to dispense the shower gel.  You indicate that this product is intended for adult use for cleaning the skin and not as a toy.    
The applicable subheading for Item # 939925 will be 3401.30.5000, HTSUS, which provides for Soap; organic surface-active products and preparations for use as soap, in the form of bars, cakes, molded pieces or shapes, whether or not containing soap; organic surface-active products and preparations for washing the skin, in the form of liquid or cream and put up for retail sale, whether or not containing soap; paper; wadding, felt and nonwovens, impregnated, coated or covered with soap or detergent: Organic surface-active products and preparations for washing the skin, in the form of liquid or cream and put up for retail sale, whether or not containing soap: Other.  The general rate of duty will be free.
