The tariff classification of the “Octopod Creature Playset” from China

Dear Ms. Shafran:

In your letter dated August 21, 2013 you requested a tariff classification ruling.

A sample of the “Octopod Creature Playset,” product number BDM07, was received with your request.  The product, which is based on the “Octonaut” TV series, consists of a poseable plastic “Shellington” figure, a “Golden Coral” creature and a creature information chart, packaged together inside a molded plastic case in the shape of an “Octonaut” figure.  While the case opens to reveal compartments in which one can place the various action figures, it also serves as a laboratory play environment.  A child will derive amusement by playing with the figures inside the laboratory and pretending to research, discover and identify new sea creatures.  The playset is principally designed for the amusement of children 3 years of age and older.   
The applicable subheading for the “Octopod Creature Playset” will be 9503.00.0073, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof… ‘Children’s products’ as defined in 15 U.S.C. § 2052: Other: Labeled or determined by importer as intended for use by persons: 3 to 12 years of age.”  The rate of duty will be free.
