The tariff classification of Unmixed Herbal Tea Infusion and Milk Thistle Seed from China   

Dear Ms. Antosz:

In your letter dated October 16, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The subject merchandise is four varieties of herbal teas.  The first product is composed of the leaves of the Gynostemma plant.  The second product consists of the roots of the Dandelion plant.  The third product is made of the fruit of the Rose plant also known as the rose hip.  Each product is composed of a single herb species.  You have stated in your letter that the leaves, roots and flowers of each of the tea type have been sun-dried and cut prior to importation. The fourth tea is composed of the seed of the Milk Thistle plant. You have stated that the seeds will be whole and sun-dried prior to importation.  The principal use of each of the four products will be as herbal teas.
The applicable subheading for the Gynostemma leaves, Dandelion roots and Rose hip single herb teas will be 1211.90.9180, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Substances having anesthetic, prophylactic or therapeutic properties and principally used as medicaments or as ingredients in medicaments: Other: Herbal teas and herbal infusions (single species, unmixed). The rate of duty will be Free.
The applicable subheading for the Milk Thistle Seed will be 1211.90.9190, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Substances having anesthetic, prophylactic or therapeutic properties and principally used as medicaments or as ingredients in medicaments: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be Free.
