In your letter dated November 15, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Samples were submitted with your inquiry and are being returned as requested.
Your inquiry pertains to Item 953583 – Easter Themed Eye/Lip Makeup Palettes.  The submitted samples are for a Bunny Makeup Palette with Mirror and Applicator and a Baby Chick Makeup Palette with Mirror and Applicator. 

The Bunny Makeup Palette with Mirror and Applicator contains one lip-gloss pan, three eye shadow pans, and a dual eye and lip applicator brush.  The items are placed inside of a plastic molded bunny shaped tray, packaged in a printed case with a mirror, and sold for retail sale.  
The Baby Chick Makeup Palette with Mirror and Applicator contains one lip-gloss pan, three eye shadow pans, and a dual eye and lip applicator brush.  The items are placed inside of a plastic molded baby chick shaped tray, packaged in a printed case with a mirror, and sold for retail sale.  

The applicable subheading for the Bunny Makeup Palette with Mirror and Applicator and Baby Chick Makeup Palette with Mirror and Applicator will be 3304.20.000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Beauty or make-up preparations and preparations for the care of the skin (other than medicaments), including sunscreen or sun tan preparations; manicure or pedicure preparations: Eye Make-Up preparations.  The rate of duty will be free.
