In your letter dated November 27, 2013, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The merchandise under consideration is a 15-inch digital photo display monitor, model VFM1536-11, which accepts, processes, and transmits video signals.  In addition, this LCD monitor can reproduce and record audio and video.  It can reproduce audio and video from a flash memory card and a USB flash memory device, as well as from its internal memory.  The contents of the internal storage can be recorded from a USB flash drive device, an SD/MMC card, a memory stick, or a USB connection to an ADP machine or a camera.  Moreover, it is stated that this monitor is capable of displaying a clear image, in a form that meets the requirements of the user, from an ADP machine of heading 8471, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
The applicable subheading for this digital photo display monitor will be 8528.59.2100, HTSUS, which provides for Monitors and projectors, not incorporating television reception apparatus…: Other monitors: Other: Color: With a flat panel screen: Incorporating video recording or reproducing apparatus: Other: Flat panel display devices designed for use with an automatic data processing machine, as defined in additional U.S. note 13 to chapter 85.  The rate of duty will be Free.
