The trunk daughter cards cannot function independently and are dedicated for use solely with the IP Office Unit.  
The applicable subheading for the trunk daughter cards will be 8517.70.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Telephone sets…; other apparatus for the transmission or reception of voice, images or other data…: Parts.  The rate of duty will be Free.
