The tariff classification of a man’s jacket from China   

Dear Ms. Nichols:

In your letter dated April 22, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Our response was delayed due to laboratory analysis during which the sample you submitted was destroyed.  
Style 14-1870 is a man’s elevation soft shell jacket constructed from a bonded fabric consisting of an outer layer of 100% polyester woven fabric, a middle layer of polyurethane membrane, and an inner layer of 100% polyester knit fabric.  The knit fabric was determined by our laboratory to be a warp knit, non-pile construction.  The polyurethane membrane is visible in cross section.  The jacket features a full front opening secured with a zipper closure that extends to the top of the collar, long sleeves with hook and loop at the wrist, a vertical pocket at the right chest secured by a zipper closure, pockets at the waist secured by zipper closure, and an inner elasticized drawstring with cord locks through the hemmed bottom.  

The applicable subheading for the style 14-1870 will be 6210.40.5020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Garments, made up of fabrics of heading 5602, 5603, 5903, 5906 or 5907: Other men’s or boys’ garments: Of man-made fibers: Other: Anoraks (including ski-jackets), windbreakers and similar articles.  The rate of duty will be 7.1 percent ad valorem.
