The tariff classification of a man’s jacket from China   

Dear Ms. Ludwig:

In your letter dated April 25, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Your sample will be returned as requested.
Style J13-00112a is a man’s knit and woven jacket. The front and back panels are composed of a 100% polyester woven fabric quilted to a light batting, the sleeves and the hood are composed of a 60% cotton and 40% polyester knit fabric. The jacket features a full front opening with a zipper closure, a permanent hood made from knit fabric and secured with a drawstring, long sleeves with rib knit cuffs, pockets with a snap closure at the waist and a rib knit waistband.  The woven component imparts the essential character of the garment. This jacket is not considered water resistant due to the integral knit hood and sleeves.

The applicable subheading for the style J13-00112a will be 6201.93.3511, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Men’s or boys’ overcoats, carcoats, capes, cloaks, anoraks (including ski-jackets), windbreakers and similar articles (including padded, sleeveless jackets), other than those of heading 6203: Anoraks (including ski-jackets), windbreakers and similar articles (including padded, sleeveless jackets): Of man-made fibers: Other: Other: Other: Other: Men’s.  The rate of duty will be 27.7 percent ad valorem.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
