Dear Ms. Aldinger:

In your letter dated June 4, 2014, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  A sample was submitted with your request and will be returned to you.
The item under consideration is described as the “Rechargeable Hot Water Pad,” Item Number 9033376.   The pad is made of a plastic type material that is filled with water and is wired with a UL power cord.   The pad is recharged in 5 - 10 minutes and when the indicator light turns off, the pad is ready to use for 2 - 6 hours running time.  The pad can be used freely without the power cord after charging.  The words “comforts muscle tension” and “relieves aches and pains” are printed on the packaging.  Item Number 9033376 includes a water pad, a textile drawstring bag and a UL power cord that are packaged together for retail sale.
The applicable subheading for the “Rechargeable Hot Water Pad,” Item Number 9033376 will be 8516.79.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other electrothermic appliances used for domestic purposes.  The rate of duty will be 2.7 percent ad valorem.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
