The tariff classification of gelato from Italy.   

Dear Mr. Callipo:

In your letter dated July 11, 2014 you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The item in question is a 100-gram frozen dessert known as “La Cassata.”  A photo on your website shows it to be a two-section ice-cream-like product in the shape of a triangular prism.  The multicolor-flecked white lower portion (80%) is said to consist of “cassata gelato,” while the greenish upper section (20%) is said to be of “Sicilian pistachio semifreddo gelato.”
The ingredients of the cassata gelato section are rehydrated skim milk, whole milk, sugar, coconut vegetable oil, pasteurized sheep ricotta, diced/candied fruit, glucose syrup, chocolate drops, skim milk powder, dextrose, milk proteins, emulsifiers, stabilizers, and flavorings. 
The ingredients of the Sicilian pistachio semifreddo gelato section are rehydrated skim milk, whole milk, sugar, cream, pistachio paste, glucose-fructose syrup, skim milk powder, coconut vegetable oil, lactose and milk proteins, dextrose, emulsifiers, stabilizers, coloring and flavorings. 
Compositional data indicates that this item is a milk-based product not meeting the U.S. standard of identity for “ice cream.”  It is understood that the product will be imported in a frozen state for storage, sale and consumption in that condition. 
The applicable subheading for “La Cassata” frozen dessert, if entered while the tariff-rate quota remains open, will be 2105.00.3000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for ice cream and other edible ice, whether or not containing cocoa: other: dairy products described in additional U.S. Note 1 to chapter 4: described in additional U.S. Note 10 to chapter 4 and entered pursuant to its provisions.  The rate of duty will be 20% ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for “La Cassata” frozen dessert, if entered after the tariff-rate quota has closed, will be 2105.00.4000, HTSUS, which provides for ice cream and other edible ice, whether or not containing cocoa: other: dairy products described in additional U.S. Note 1 to chapter 4: other.  The rate of duty will be 50.2 cents per kilogram plus 17% ad valorem.  Products classified in subheading 2105.00.4000, HTSUS, are also subject to additional safeguard duties based on their value, as described in subheadings 9904.04.67—9904.04.74.
Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
