The item depicts an orange slice.  The composition of the gel consists of Water, Glycerol, Carboxymethyl cellulose, and a preservative.  The freezer pack can be used to keep food or beverages cold.  
The applicable subheading for the Freezer Gel Pack will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
