The tariff classification of videoscopes from Japan    

Dear Ms. Sales:
In your letter dated February 27, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The merchandise under consideration are lightweight industrial videoscopes used for optical measurement purposes.  These videoscopes are identified as the IPLEX LX/ IPLEX LT.  They feature bright images through a high resolution LCD monitor and include recording functions.  The 8.5mm outer diameter videoscopes are suitable for large space inspections, featuring brightness and scope insertion capability.  
In your letter you suggest classification under subheading 8525.80.5050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Transmission apparatus for radio-broadcasting or television, whether or not incorporating reception apparatus or sound recording or reproducing apparatus;…: Television cameras, digital cameras and video camera recorders: Other: Other.  However, this merchandise is more specifically provided for elsewhere in the tariff.  Therefore, classification under subheading 8525.80.5050, HTSUS is not applicable.

The applicable subheading for the IPLEX LX/ IPLEX LT will be 9031.49.9000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other optical measuring or checking instruments.  The rate of duty will be 3.5 percent ad valorem.
