The tariff classification of gel window clings from China.   

Dear Ms. Aldinger:

In your letter dated March 20, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You submitted an assortment of four styles of gel window clings, identified as item number 9036444. The first design, “Pumpkin Scarecrow”, depicts a scarecrow with a jack-o’-lantern head. The second design, “Happy Thanksgiving”, features the phrase “Happy Thanksgiving”. The third design, “Welcome Fall”, features the phrase “Welcome Fall”. The fourth design, “Pumpkins/Flowers”, depicts pumpkins and fall flowers. The gel window clings adhere to smooth flat surfaces, such as glass windows, without the need for adhesives and are removable for reuse the following year.
The “Pumpkin Scarecrow” style depicts a jack-o’-lantern, which is a recognized Halloween motif, and the “Happy Thanksgiving” style references the specific holiday of Thanksgiving. “Welcome Fall” and “Pumpkin/Flowers” depict generic motifs that can be displayed throughout the fall and are not specifically limited to a specific holiday.
The applicable subheading for the “Pumpkin Scarecrow” and “Happy Thanksgiving” gel window clings will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.” The rate of duty will be Free.
The applicable subheading for the “Welcome Fall” and “Pumpkin/Flowers” gel window clings will be 3926.40.0090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Other articles of plastics and articles of other materials of headings 3901 to 3914: Statuettes and other ornamental articles…Other” The rate of duty will be 5.3 percent ad valorem.
